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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

PERSONAL COMPUTER CLUB OF CHARLOTTE  N. C. INC

A NON-PROFIT CORPORATION

We, the undersigned natural persons of the age of 18 years or more, acting as Incorporates for the purpose of creating a non-profit corporation under the laws of the State of North Carolina, as contained in Chapter 55-a of the General Statutes of North Carolina, entitled "Non-Profit Corporation Act," and the several amendments thereto, do hereby set forth::

1.  The name of the Corporation is Personal Computer Club of Charlotte North Carolina, Inc.

2.  The period of duration of the Corporation shall be perpetual.

3.  The purposes for which the Corporation is organized are to function as a Computer Club; to conduct a civic and social welfare organization for the common benefit of the members and the community; to develop Computing as useful to a way of life; to promote an active interest in good government and civic affairs; to inspire respect for law, to promote patriotism and work for international accord and friendship among all people; to aid and encourage the development of youth; and to take over, carry on and continue the affairs, property, obligations, business and objectives of the unincorporated club known as the Personal Computer Club of Charlotte N.C. Inc. These purposes are exclusively scientific, literary, and educational within the meaning of Section 501 C (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue law.

4. The Corporation shall have the powers conferred upon Corporations by Section 15 of Chapter 55A of the General Statutes of  North  Carolina and such amendments thereto as may be enacted by law, all of which general powers are made a part hereof as though fully written herein. The Corporation shall further have the power to do any and all things lawful, appropriate, and necessary or desirable to secure the purposes for which the Corporation is organized, provided that the Corporation shall not have nor exercise any power prohibited by and/or inconsistent with Section 501 C (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or the corresponding provisions of any future United States Internal Revenue law.

5. The Corporation is not organized for profit and no part of its net income shall inure to the benefit of any member, director, or officer of the Corporation, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services render by a member, director, or officer in the capacity of an employee, and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purpose set forth in Article 3 hereof.  No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the Corporation shall not participate in or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.  Notwithstanding any other provisions of these Articles, this Corporation shall not, except to an insubstantial degree, engage in any activities or exercise any powers that are not in furtherance of the purposes of this Corporation.

6. Upon the dissolution of the organization, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all of the liabilities of the Corporation, dispose of all of the Corporation in such manner, or to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, or religious purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under Section 501 ( (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 ( or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law), as the Board of Directors shall determine.  Any such assets not so disposed of by the District Court of the county in which the principle office of the Corporation is then located, exclusively for such purpose or to such organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

7.The Corporation shall have members, which may be divided into such classes as shall be provided in the bylaws.  All members shall be accepted, appointed, elected or designated in the manner provided in the bylaws.

8.  The Directors of the Corporation shall be elected by the members in the manner provided in the bylaws.
