If you have an unprotected (ie: new) computer and want to install your AV before you connect to the internet download the entire package. Some programs (notably AVG and, often, Microsoft) distribute an installer stub which downloads the current version as it installs it. If the download is < 1 MB, you have a stub; not the full package.
UPDATE your virus definitions immediately after installing.
